Understanding the World: our work will focus on us, as we learn about each other and ourselves. We will
explore the concepts of past, present, and future, looking at how much we have changed since we were babies, and
sharing what we know about our families and friends. We will also learn about different parts of the body and our
senses. We will have opportunities to learn about the local area using maps and photos. We will talk about villages,
towns and cities and hopefully go on a short walk around Chesterton. Later in the term, we will learn about animals
that we might find in local habitats, and focus on nocturnal animals, as we learn about light and dark. We will also
learn about natural and man-made materials as part of our Outdoor Learning sessions.
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
